FOR some in the village this may be your first Newsletter about the major initiative going on to fund
an extension to the existing Newtonhill community hall. For others, its an update - /n case you
thought we'd disappeared !

Since our last newsletter, hard working
members of the Community Hall
Extension Group have continued their
efforts and towards the end of last
year villagers were boosted when they
heard they had been awarded
£231,200 from the National Lottery
Charities Board.

Indeed, without your support over the
last few vyears, raising a total of
£38,500 from within the community -
and having fun at the same time - we may not have been able tc convince the National Lottery
Charities Board of the commitment from the community - BUT WE DID.

The total cost of the project will be in the region of £601,000 with building and funding carried out
over 2 phases as follows:

Phase 1 : National Lottery Charities Board £231,200

Aberdeenshire Council £38,500

Scottish Executive £77,000

Community contribution (already raised) £38,500 £385,000
Phase 2 : sportscotland £108,000

Foundation for Sports & Arts £54,000

Aberdeenshire Council £32,400

Community contribution £21,600 £216,000

As the village prepares for this dramatic two-phase addition to its community hall, the grant from the
National Lottery Charities Board will fund construction costs and associated professional fees for
Phase 1. If all goes well, building work should start this summer.

Recently, more than a dozen villagers - some old (sorry folks) and some new - got together in the
Newton Arms and thrashed out ideas for fund-raising. For years now villagers have been complaining
about the lack of facilities in the village. Well, now is our chance - your chance - to do something.
